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Introduction 
 
Word of Life encourages students and leaders to get involved in reaching our lost and dying world. The activities 
in this manual are designed for churches with Word of Life student ministries to better enable their students to 
take the Gospel to the unsaved in their communities and to edify the saved in their churches. 
 
The biblical mandate for such involvement is found in Matthew 28:19-20, Luke 14:23, John 4:35-38, 1 Peter 3:15, 
1 Peter 4:10, 2 Timothy 4:2-5, 2 Corinthians 5:11, 2 Corinthian 5:19-20, and Acts 1:8. By engrafting these verses 
into our lives we will form life values that compel us to share the Good News that Jesus saves. Through following 
these biblical mandates we demonstrate our compassion and concern for others. 
 
The purpose of this Christian Service Manual is to direct and equip students to serve God through evangelistic 
and service activities. We are utilizing the teaching method of doing to learn. Each Christian service activity has 
its own pages with a task for exercising ministry skills and step-by-step suggestions. 
 
Individual Christian service activities are written directly to the student. Each Christian service activity has its own 
pages with a task for exercising ministry skills and step-by-step suggestions. We want the leaders to copy the 
activity and hand it to their students as assignments are given. Permission to copy the page is limited to student 
use. 
 
Group Christian service activities are written to the adult leader who will be coordinating multi-student projects. 
There are step-by-step suggestions for carrying out biblical principles behind each activity. 
 
The benefits of taking advantage of the activities in this manual are phenomenal. 
 
First, the benefits to the student: 

1. They develop an awareness of others and a lifestyle of service in their lives. 
2. They help to produce spiritual growth in the student. 
3. They show the importance of the local church, and provide rewarding experiences for the student and 

leaders involved in that church. 
4. They give opportunity to fulfill the Great Commission.  
5. They help the student see that God has equipped him for a life of service as he becomes a doer of the 

Word and not a hearer only. 
 
Second, the benefits to the youth leader: 

1. They give the youth leader an organized plan for fulfilling the Great Commission. 
2. They give new opportunities for the youth leader to minister along with and to the student. 
3. They will build relationships between: 

·  The youth leader and the student 
·  The youth leader and other youth leaders (A bond will develop between leaders as they minister 

together) 
·  The youth group and the total church 

4. They provide an opportunity for the youth leaders to do on-the-job training of student leaders. 
5. They provide a rewarding experience for the youth leader. 

 
Third, the benefits to the church 

1. They become a training ground for future church leaders. 
2. They provide the various church agencies (Sunday school, children’s clubs, youth groups, etc.) with a 

source of leadership help. 
3. They become good public relations for the church as the students are seen serving the Lord throughout 

the community. 
4. The students will show more interest in serving in the local church. 
5. Outsiders will be brought into the church through the efforts of the students. 
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Explanation of Sections 
 
Each Christian service activity is divided into nine sections. The title and a concise statement of the purpose of 
each section follow: 
 

Biblical Mandate 
This section contains the scriptural mandate to become involved in the Christian service activity. 

 

What should I do?  (or What should we do? ) 
Believers should actively respond to the biblical mandates found in the Bible. This section briefly states what 
a believer should do in response to that biblical mandate. 

 

Why should I do this?  (or Why should we do this? ) 
The Why of this question expands on the What of the previous question. This station states the rational for 
proceeding with the Christian service activity. 

 

How do I do it?  (or How do we do it? ) 
This section contains suggestions on how the Christian service activity can be accomplished. There is step-
by-step list that may be followed to carry out biblical principles behind the activity.  

 

When am I done? 
The Creative Discipleship process encourages that each year each student will complete Christian service 
activities listed in this manual. This section states that which is necessary for the student to do in order to 
complete an activity and earn Creative Discipleship credit. Included in this section are the circumstances 
necessary to earn additional credit for an activity than may require an extended period of time to complete.  

 

How did it go? 
This section gives a series to questions to ask as the completed activity is evaluated. 

 

What else could I do?  (or What else could we do? ) 
This section lists related Christian activities that the student may be interested in doing. 

 

Which Teens Involved categories provide help? 
Participation in various Teens Involved categories often provides experience that is useful in performing 
Christian service activities. This section lists categories that would help strengthen students for this Christian 
service activity. 

 

What does this prepare me to do in my church? 
Participation in Christian service activities often prepares students to serve in the local church. This section 
lists those areas where a student who has preformed this activity may now be able to serve in the church.

1 Peter 4:10 
 

What should I do? 
Prepare a devotional and share it with your family. 

 

Why should I do this? 
Participating in family devotions should be a natural result of your personal devotions. It allows you to share 
what God has shown you during your quiet time. This activity gives you an opportunity to minister to your 
family. It will help you develop a very basic spiritual presentation. For some of you, this will be stress free, 
while for others this will be very challenging.  

 

How do I do it? 
1. Ask your parents or guardian if you could lead your family in a ten to fifteen minute discussion about 

something you have learned from the Word of God.  
2. Decide what you will discuss: 

a. Share what you wrote in your Quiet Time. 
b. Read a portion of Scripture and make comments. 
c. Dramatize a story or parable out of the Bible. 
d. Do a demonstration of how to lead a person to Christ. 
e. Read a missionary prayer letter and pray about their needs and ministry. 
f. Have members of the family share testimonies about their salvation experiences. 
g. Have each member of the family quote a favorite Scripture verse. 
h. Talk about the lyrics of a song and their meaning to us as Christians. Connect the lyrics to a Bible 

passage.  
i. Go through a Bible quiz. Christian book stores have books for this purpose.  
j. Play Bible charades. 
k. Read an appropriate poem. 
l. Read the words to your favorite hymn and tell why it is your favorite. 

3. If there are younger children in your family, be sure to keep in mind what they will enjoy and understand.  
4. Pray together as a family. You may want to take prayer requests.  

 

When am I done? 
Leading one family devotional completes this Christian service activity.

What should I do? 
Take a person through a Where Do I Go from Here or a Getting to Know God lesson.  

 

Why should I do this? 
New believers need someone to teach them the basic truths and answer their questions. Through this 
Christian service you will learn how to help a new believer grow in his walk with God.  

 

How do I do it? 
1. Pray daily for the new believer as God helps him or her grow. 
2. Get a copy of the Word of Life follow-up material appropriate the age of student you are working with. 

This is available from your leader. You may also look on the web at www.wol.org and click on the online 
store link. 

3. Study the material until you understand the follow-up lesson. If you have questions, ask your Word of Life 
leader for help. 

4. Set up a time to meet with the person you are going to follow-up. 
5. At the first meeting make arrangements for the rest of your sessions together. 
6. Continue to ask God to give you wisdom and understanding as you work with this person.  

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when you have finished a lesson with a new convert.

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Giving a Testimony 
 
Biblical Mandate  

1 Peter 3:15 
 

What should I do? 
Tell a group of people how you came to understand the need to ask Jesus to be your Savior and how you put 
your trust in Him. 

 

Why should I do this?  
When we live a Christ-honoring life, people want to know what makes us the way we are. We are 
commanded to share the reason for our hope. This process is telling others what Christ has done in us. It 
pleases God when we tell others what He has done for us. It is God’s plan to reach the world. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Write out your testimony by answering the following statements: 

a. Before receiving Christ as my Savior, I was … (In general terms, describe what your life was like 
before trusting Christ.) 

b. I received Christ when… (Briefly give the circumstances leading you to receive Christ as your Savior.) 
c. Since receiving Christ, my life changed in the following ways… 
d. One of the verses that I base my salvation on is… 

Note: There is nothing to gain by dramatizing your unsaved life or criticizing other religious groups or 
even mentioning them by name. Think through your words so you can be understood by unsaved 
people. 

2. Practice reading your testimony so it will flow easily when you share it. 
3. Pray for an opportunity.  
4. Be courteous and neat. 
5. Show a genuine interest in the people to whom you are speaking. 
6. Be natural and talk normally. 
7. Depending on the setting, ask for a response, expressing concern for the people to whom you are 

speaking. 
 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when you have spoken to a group of people whom you have not addressed before. 

 

How did it go?  
To what group did you give your testimony? 
How did the listeners react? 
Did you enjoy telling others about what Jesus has done for you? Why or why not?

Biblical Mandate  

Matthew 25:35-40 
 

What should I do? 
Visit a hospitalized person and share something, in spoken or written word, to encourage the patient to trust 
and love Jesus.  

 

Why should I do this?  
It helps develop a concern and sensitivity to others and their needs. God is pleased when we have 
compassion for others. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Determine whom you are going to visit. Your pastor or church office may be able to tell you who is in the 

hospital and could use a visit from a student. 
2. Pray for sensitivity and wisdom before your visit.  
3. Ask about the spiritual and physical condition of the person so you will know what to do when you visit. 

a. If the person is very sick and is a Christian, read a comforting scripture passage and pray with him or 
her. 

b. If the person is very sick and unsaved, plan to share your testimony, if possible. Share how you were 
saved and what Christ means to you. Ask if you may pray for him or her. Being sensitive to the 
situation, ask if he or she has trusted Christ as Savior. If not, how about trusting Him now. 
Note: You may need to visit a few times before you get the chance to present the Gospel to him. This 
depends on his or her condition and openness to you.  

4. Leave a tract, encouraging card, or church bulletin with the person when you leave.  
 

When am I done? 
The activity is complete when you have visited a hospital and given spiritual encouragement to at least one 
patient.

Biblical Mandate  

1 Thessalonians 5:14 
  
What should I do? 

Write and send a minimum of two letters or three cards (birthday, get well, sympathy, and encouragement)  
 

Why should I do this?  
Letters are a great way to encourage and comfort people. It is also a way to share Christ with the unsaved.  

 

How do I do it? 
1. Listed below are suggestions of people you might choose to write to:  

a. a friend who has moved away 
b. a missionary student who is a long way from home 
c. a college student who is away 
d. a person in the military 
e. a person who is sick or not able to get out 

2. When purchasing writing material, make sure it is appropriate for the person to whom you are sending it. 
a. Be creative. Consider using unusual shaped paper or the back of a picture of your youth group, round 

paper (writing from the center to the outside in circular fashion).  
b. You may use e-mail messages, but don’t overlook pen and paper. Some people really like getting a 

real letter from time to time.  
c. If you are using e-mail to send your letters, consider the speed of the other person’s e-mail server. 

Pictures are good as long as they do not clog the server.  
3. Gather address and any additional information about the person to whom you will be writing.  
4. Include information about how God is working in your life, such as: 

a. Share your personal testimony. 
b. Give your favorite Scripture verse and tell why it is your favorite. 
c. Share something you have learned from your Quiet Time. 
d. Share an experience you have had while witnessing to someone. 
e. Share a blessing you received while doing Christian service.  
f. Share something exciting happening in your church, youth group, school, etc. 
g. Share spiritual goals you have for yourself. 
h. Share difficult things you are dealing with right now. 
i. Share recent answers to prayer. 
j. Share a prayer request, concern, or burden. 
k. Ask questions about the life, desires, and interests of the person. 
l. Inquire if there are any needs, burdens, or prayer requests you can pray for. 
m. Review the plan of salvation with those who are unsaved. 

5. Put the pen to the paper and the note in an envelope. Put the stamp on and place it in an outgoing mail 
box. 

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when the letters or cards have been put into the mail.

Biblical Mandate  

Matthew 20:27-28 
 

What should I do? 
Look for something you can do to physically help another person. When you finish then verbally, or in writing, 
share something to encourage that person in his or her spiritual life.  

 

Why should I do this?  
Ministering to people’s needs, both spiritual and physical, is a good use of the talents God has given us. By 
helping people with a physical need, we may earn the right to share Christ with them. God is pleased when 
we minister to people’s needs. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Evaluate the needs of people in your neighborhood or church family. 
2. Determine what you can do to meet their needs (rake leaves, mow the grass, pick up rubbish after a 

storm, shovel snow, etc.)  
3. Get permission from the people and set a time when you can help. Explain what you want to do for them. 
4. Use the list below to decide how to share something spiritual with the person you are helping:  

a. Ministering the Word 
1) Read a passage of Scripture. 
2) Share sermon notes. 
3) Share a devotional. 
4) Share the plan of salvation. 

b. Sharing your faith 
1) Share your personal testimony. 
2) Share a personal blessing. 
3) Share an answer to prayer. 

c. Leading in prayer 
1) Pray specifically for the individual. 
2) Pray specifically for a prayer request of the individual. 
3) If appropriate, lead him in the sinner’s prayer. 

d. Music 
1) Sing a song to which the person can relate. 
2) Play a song on an instrument and tell what the song means to you. 
3) Play a song on a CD/MP3 player and tell what the song means to you. 

e. Written  
1) A letter that talks about the Word or your faith. 
2) A booklet that talks about a problem you know this person is going through at this time. 
3) A Gospel tract; preferably one that you wrote yourself. 

5. Follow through with all you said you were going to do. 
6. Be kind, respectful, and neat in all that you do for the person.  

 

When am I done? 
The activity is complete when the person’s physical need has been taken care of to the best of your ability, 
and you have shared something spiritually with the person.

Biblical Mandate  

Philippians 4:14-18 
 

What should I do? 
Complete a task or project that will help a missionary (or mission agency) be more effective in their work or 
personal life.  

 

Why should I do this?  
It gives you opportunity to use your hands to meet the physical needs of missionaries serving on foreign or 
home based mission fields. It will also help you understand the life of a missionary and expose you to mission 
work. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Gather information about how you could help a missionary. 

a. Go to your pastor, leader, or missions committee and ask if they know of any needs your missionaries 
have now. 

b. Read the prayer letters your church receives from their missionaries. 
c. Write to a few missionaries and ask them if they have any needs that you might be able to meet.  

2. After you have gathered the information from your missionaries, pray and ask God to help you know 
which need to meet first. Suggestions of possible needs for you to consider:  
a. Help send missionary letters. 
b. Gather supplies for their ministry. 
c. Upkeep of a missionary facility. 

3. Select your project. 
4. Set the time and gather everything needed to accomplish the project. 
5. Do the project with a joyful and willing spirit.  

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when the missionary you are helping is satisfied with your day’s work on the task or 
project. The missionary may request that you return to complete another portion of the task or project on 
another day. 

 

How did it go?  
Who is the missionary you helped? 
What did you do? 
How will having this project completed help the missionary?

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One-On-One Witnessing 
 
Biblical Mandate  

Acts 1:8 
 

What should I do? 
Present the Gospel (the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ} to at least one person, and invite him 
to pray to receive Christ.  

 

Why should I do this?  
We have a responsibility to share the good news of God’s salvation through Jesus Christ our Lord. God 
commands us to tell others the Gospel message. In order to grow as a Christian we must be witnessing to 
others. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Learn how to lead a person to Christ. 
2. Mark a New Testament or Bible with verses that outline God’s plan of salvation. Paper tabs can be helpful 

as well. 
3. Collect literature that you can leave with people you talk to about salvation.  
4. Pray for opportunities to share the Gospel. Ask God to prepare the hearts of the people to whom you will 

be talking. 
5. Talk to a person who expresses interest in the Gospel. Sometimes your lifestyle or circumstances will 

start a discussion.  
6. Explain: (Or better yet, have the person read the following verses)  

a. The sinfulness of man (Romans 3:23; Romans 5:12)  
b. That Jesus is God and Man (Luke 2)  
c. Jesus’ sacrificial death on the cross to pay the price of our sin (Romans 5:8, 18-19)  
d. His resurrection from the dead (John 2:18-22, Romans 10:9) 
e. The need to personally trust in Him (Romans 10:9-10, 13) 

7. Invite him to pray (Romans 10:13, John 1:12) and accept Jesus Christ as his personal Savior. 
8. It is good to maintain contact with people whom you lead to Christ. If the person is willing, get contact 

information (name, address, phone number, and e-mail) so you can send follow-up material to help the 
new believer in Christ.  

9. Give him literature to read that will help him understand salvation. It is good to have literature on a variety 
of topics that can address different responses to your discussion.  

 

When am I done? 
The activity is complete when you have presented the Gospel, asked for a decision, and have tried to 
establish a follow-up meeting.

Biblical Mandate  

1 Thessalonians 5:11 
 

What should I do? 
Visit individual residents of a personal care facility. Share kindness and Scripture with them.  

 

Why should I do this?  
It is a safe place for inexperienced students to get started in ministry. Give spiritual encouragement to 
believers who cannot attend church and give unsaved elderly people an opportunity to hear the Gospel and 
trust Christ. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Ask your pastor or youth leader to recommend a care facility to visit. Also, talk to them about what to 

expect. 
2. Ask the care facility for permission to visit their residence. Tell them exactly what you want to do and why 

you want to do it. 
3. Prepare a Psalm to read to the residents. 
4. Get a card, tract, or Christian article to give the resident. Ask at your church office if they have something 

you can give out at the care facility, preferably large print. 
5. Go to the facility and introduce yourself. Tell them what church you are with and why you are there.  
6. Go to the people on the list. Use the following procedure: 

a. Introduce yourself.  
b. Ask their names and something about themselves. 
c. After some conversation, ask them if they have a favorite passage of scripture they want you to read. 

If they do, read it for them. If they don’t have a favorite passage, ask permission to read one to them. 
If they say no, respect their wishes. If they say yes, read the Psalm you prepared. Psalm 23 or 121 is 
appropriate for both Christians and non-Christians. 

e. Ask if they have any concerns that they would like you to pray for. If they have none, ask if you can 
pray for them before you leave. 

f. Leave a good, clear Gospel tract (preferably large print). 
7. Try to share your testimony with them if possible.  
8. Keep your visit brief, no more than 10 minutes in each room. 
9. Some helpful information: 

a. The elderly desire physical contact, and a simple touch on the hand means a great deal to them.  
b. Some are unable to hear or communicate well. 
c. Be careful not to frighten them. 
d. Ask for a list of people that never get any visitors. 
e. Pray that God would use you as you prepare to go. 

 

When am I done? 
The activity is complete when you visited a personal care facility and presented the Gospel or gave spiritual 
encouragement to at least two residents.

Biblical Mandate  

Acts 16:30-32 
 

What should I do? 
Help people who respond to a public invitation to understand salvation and explain the assurance of God’s 
salvation to them.  

 

Why should I do this?  
This is an excellent opportunity for you to help a new believer understand what God is doing his life. You will 
be able to discuss salvation and assurance in a supportive setting. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Ask your youth leader to train you in proper personal work procedures. Practice the procedure until you 

feel confident. 
2. Be available at an evangelistic event. 
3. Prepare yourself spiritually. The following verses tell us areas we need to check: Psalm 66:18; 1 

Thessalonians 5:17; Colossians 4:2 
4. Listen to the speaker so you can refer to the message in your counseling. 
5. Be alert during the invitation to those who raise their hands. Be ready to offer to go with them if they do 

not respond. 
6. Deal with one person at a time, if possible. Ideally, the person should be your own age or younger and of 

the same gender. 
7. Determine the need of the person you are dealing with. Ask a question such as “Why did you come 

forward today?” 
a. If the person came for salvation, use the following questions and verses to guide your discussion: 

1) Do you believe you are a sinner? (Romans 3:23) 
2) What does God say is the punishment for sin? (Romans 5:12, Romans 6:23) 
3) What did Christ do for us? (Romans 5:8, 18-19) 
4) What does God require of us for our salvation? (Romans 10:9, 10) 
5) Would you like to pray and accept Jesus Christ as your personal Savior? (Romans 10:13) Have 

prayer and help the person to pray to trust Christ as Savior. 
6) Have him or her fill out a decision slip for proper follow-up. 

b. If the person came for assurance, use the following questions and verses to guide your discussion: 
1) Make sure that he or she understands the Gospel as presented above. 
2) Ask the person, “What have you asked God to do?” (1 John 5:11-15) 
3) Point out that salvation does not depend upon feelings but on God’s Word. Point out a verse that 

can be claimed, such as John 1:12; 1 John 5:11-13; or John 10:28-30. 
4) When you feel it is clearly understood, ask the person to tell you how he or she knows he or she 

is a Christian. Make sure that the person stands upon the authority of God’s Word. 
5) Close in prayer. 

6. Fill in a decision slip, indicating what decision was made. 
7. Hand the decision slip to the coordinator who will process the slip to start the follow-up process.

This activity is complete when you reviewed the salvation decision the person made and attempted to 
schedule a follow-up time for discipleship.

Why should I do this?  
The skills of preaching will help you organize your thoughts and develop your communications skills. Many 
young men have a great time allowing adults train them to effectively share the Word of God. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Ask your pastor or someone who preaches the Word of God to help you prepare a Bible message. In 

some cases, they may give you an outline to help you. It is fine to use someone else’s outline and 
material, but it is good to learn the sermon preparation process.  

2. Choose your passage and topic. Every preacher should have at least one sermon that presents the plan 
of salvation to lost people.  

3. After you have a message, work on your delivery: the use of your voice, grammar, hands, posture, and 
movements. Give your message in front of your pastor or leader, and get his suggestions. Make the 
necessary changes. 

4. Pray and ask God to give opportunities for you to present your message to people.  
5. Ask your leader or pastor where you could preach. A Word of Life night at your church, personal care 

facilities, rescue missions, jails, and homeless shelters are great places to preach.  
6. Arrange with the appropriate persons. Ask what the appropriate attire is for the occasion.  
7. Present your message. Challenge people to change, and give a public invitation that is appropriate for the 

message and setting. Your pastor or leader may be able to help you know what is appropriate.

Use an assignment such as a speech, research paper, essay, report, or presentation to tell about your faith in 
the Lord Jesus Christ or your commitment to live according to biblical truth.  

 

Why should I do this?  
We need to be living witnesses within the community and culture God has placed us. This activity helps you 
demonstrate your love for God. Through speech and actions, you will have a good witness on your school 
campus. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. When you receive an assignment to prepare a speech, report, or presentation, begin to think of ways that 

you could complete the assignment by using your testimony, or a biblical truth. Some examples: 
a. Science: The Bible speaks accurately about many scientific subjects like astronomy, geology, the 

fossil record, dinosaurs, etc. 
b. Philosophy: Use biblical evidences about sin, God’s judgment, forgiveness, love, etc. 
c. Music: Many classical composers were Christians and wrote music to honor God. 
d. History: Historical evidence proves and illustrates many biblical truths. 
e. English: Compare older translations of the Bible with some of the newer versions to demonstrate how 

language has changed. 
f. Sociology: Compare man’s natural (sinful) condition and the Christian’s new nature. 

2. If you are asked to address an assembly (valedictory speech, etc.), begin thinking about how you can use 
your testimony or other biblical truth in the address.  

3. Ask your pastor or leader for assistance in researching and preparing your assignment. Colossians 6:4 
and James 1:5 are good verses to think about as you prepare.  

4. Pray for guidance, help, and courage. 
5. Complete the assignment to the best of your ability. 
6. If the assignment is written, turn it in complete, on time, and neatly written. 
7. If you are giving a speech, demonstration, or other public presentation: 

a. Be well prepared. 
b. Speak clearly and confidently. Don’t be haughty or defensive. 
c. Be prepared for varied responses to your presentation. Some may have questions or other opinions, 

etc. Do not argue with anyone. 
d. Above all else, always show the love of Christ to all your listeners. 

8. Be prepared to discuss your assignment or speech with your teacher or other listeners outside of the 
classroom. They may have questions that could lead to further witnessing opportunities.

Puppets are a very good way to get people’s attention and give you the opportunity to teach biblical truths. 
They help you get over being nervous as you begin to minister to people. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Choose which type of puppets to use (finger, hand, or perhaps string marionettes). 
2. Decide which Bible story or biblical truth you will present. 
3. The script may be obtained from a Christian bookstore or you may write your own. 
4. Match your puppets to the characters in the script. This involves determining the good or bad 

characteristics you want to emphasize in the lesson: truth, honesty, obedience, happiness, gentleness, 
fairness, servant’s heart, hatefulness, selfishness, dishonesty, bullying, disobedience, etc. 

5. Choose the background or stage that you will use. 
a. Should it be stationary? 
b. Should it be portable? 
c. Should it be made of curtains and rods? 
d. Should it be made of wood and colorfully painted? 

6. Since this is an individual Christian service activity, if you use different characters, you will need to 
develop a voice for each: For example, a little girl may have a high, giggly voice but an old man may have 
a low, raspy, slow voice.  

7. Background music may enhance the presentation. 
8. Use a P.A. system when the size of the room warrants it.

The purpose is to 
reach out to your schoolmates and friends and bring them to an exciting activity where they will hear the 
Gospel. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Pray, asking God whom you should bring to the event.  
2. Invite your friends ahead of time to the event. 
3. Provide them with written information. 
4. Be excited. It will get them to come. 
5. Pray that the Lord will open their eyes to their spiritual need to trust Christ as Savior. 
6. Give them your phone number and know where you can go to get their questions answered. Give them 

information they can leave with their parents or guardian as to where the activity will take place, the time 
you will leave, and the time you will return. 

7. Once you are at the event, remember that a good attitude is contagious. Make your guest feel welcome 
by introducing them to other teens and leaders. 

8. During the speaking time, stay with your guests and help them stay focused on the speaker and his 
message. Remember, your main goal for inviting them goes beyond the fun you can have. Help reduce 
any distractions around you. 

9. During the invitation, be alert and ready to speak to your unsaved guests. Offer to go forward with them. 
Also, be alert to special instructions given by the workers concerning counseling room procedures. 

10. If one of your guests makes a decision, go with him. 
11. Even if your guests don’t make a decision during invitation, take advantage of opportunities to talk about 

the message that was presented and their feelings about it.  
12. Keep inviting your guests to other events and continue to pray for them.

What should I do? 
Organize a School Bible Club in your school or participate each week. 

 

Why should I do this?  
The Christian life is strengthened by the support and encouragement of other believers. School, whether 
Christian, private, or public, can be a tough place to take a stand for Christ, but it is also a tremendous 
mission field. Starting a Bible Study Club with clear Bible teaching and sharing the Gospel of Jesus Christ in 
your school would be a great way to encourage fellow believers. It could also be an excellent way to reach the 
lost with the Gospel. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Share your desire to start this club. Recruit a few other believers, from your school and encourage them 

to get involved in this with you. 
2. If you know of any teachers or staff members at your school who are committed Christians, ask them if 

they would be willing to sponsor this club. Note: You are not asking them to lead or direct this club, simply 
to sponsor it and guide the process. 

3. Set guidelines for your meetings. 
a. How often will you meet, which day of the week, what time of day, and where you would like to meet? 
b. How long will you meet each time? 
c. What are the school’s guidelines for extra-curricular clubs? Your guidance office or your principal’s 

office should have this information. 
d. What is the process for making decisions? Such as what will be studied, who will lead the study, etc. 

4. You and at least one other student should ask for a meeting with the principal to get permission to start 
the Bible club. 
a. Type out a complete proposal stating all the details of your plan. 
b. Your principal wants to know that you will function like any other extra-curricular club in the school. 

They are simply providing a room, not sponsoring it in any way. 
5. Make specific plans for your first club meeting. Your weekly Word of Life Student Ministries meeting may 

be a good example for you to follow.  
a. Message: Someone should be well prepared to speak from the Bible. 
b. Sharing: Encourage participation in the study of the Word, and have time for sharing prayer requests 

and praises. 
c. Music: Sing with guitar or keyboard accompaniment. Provide handouts or use an overhead projector.  
d. Announcements: Be sure everyone knows what is being planned. 
e. Refreshments: Food is always a good draw and adds to the atmosphere. 
f. Your leaders will be happy to help you with ideas for each of the above areas. Your leaders have 

planning sheets designed to help you plan your meetings. Ask for a copy to use as a sample. 
6. Publicize your event. Use announcements, sharp posters, flyers, personal invitations, etc. 
7. Continually evaluate your meetings and seek to improve each week.

What should I do? 
Present a song or songs to a group of people to whom you desire to minister. This could be a vocal, piano, or 
instrumental solo.  

 

Why should I do this? 
In the Psalms, and many other places in Scripture, we are challenged to praise God and encourage others 
with singing and music. Music is a form of worship. It is used often to prepare our hearts for worship and to 
prepare us to receive the teaching of the Word of God. It also helps us express our worship to God in 
response to the truths we have learned from God’s Word. As a good steward of the ability God may have 
given you, use this incredible method to proclaim truth and bring glory to God.  

 

How do I do it? 
1. Select a song that has encouraged or challenged you in your walk with Christ. 
2. Talk to your leaders or others who minister with music in your church.  

a. Choose a song that is appropriate for your musical abilities.  
b. Evaluate the words to be sure they are biblically sound. 

3. Arrange for an accompanist or work with a sound person if using an accompaniment track. 
4. Pray that the Lord will use you for His honor. 
5. Practice so you will do a good job to the glory of God. 
6. You may want to sing or play for your family or youth group first. 
7. It is good to memorize the music and the words. This will help you make eye contact with the audience 

and give you confidence. 
8. Dress neatly and with modesty and remember to smile. 
9. Remember to take a nice deep breath to help to curb the butterflies. 
10. If a sound system is available, do not be afraid of the microphone. The system is there to help you get the 

message of the song to the people. Use it. 
11. When the song is complete, do not move until the accompaniment is finished. Then pause one extra 

moment to let the message of the song sink in to the audience. 
12. Slowly leave the platform area. Do not look as though you are trying to run away.

Why should I do this? 
God has given each of us gifts, talents, and skills that are to be used to glorify God and minister to other 
believers. Some ministries in the church are done in full view of others, but many that just as vital to 
effectively reach and disciple others for Christ are done behind the scenes. This Christian service will give you 
the opportunity to serve in some of the behind the scenes ministries.  

 

How do I do it? 
1. Select a hands-on ministry that you would like to do and learn more about, such as nursery care, sound 

and visual technology, clerical work, maintenance work, etc. 
2. You must meet your church’s requirements for this ministry and get permission from the appropriate 

church leaders, to perform or assist with tasks. For example many churches have policies and 
requirement for those who work with children. 

3. You need to have adults who are part of the specific ministry to hold you accountable for doing the 
ministry tasks to their satisfaction.  

4. Plan three times when you can serve in this ministry in the following order. If you have served in this 
ministry in the past you may skip steps one and two: 
a. First time: Observe this ministry to be carried out. 
b. Second time: Assist in the presentation of this ministry. 
c. Third time: Perform this ministry while being observed and evaluated. 

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when the adult you are assisting has observed your ministry and is satisfied with your 
work.

It is also an opportunity to challenge others to put their faith into 
action as they live it out through the week ahead. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Get permission from the appropriate church leader and the teacher of the class. Select a Sunday school 

class that would be appropriate for your abilities. 
2. Get the appropriate materials from the teacher.  
3. Arrange a date with the teacher when you will teach a class. 
4. Pray, asking God to use you through this opportunity. 
5. Prepare the lesson according to the teacher’s lesson plan. Any adaptations need to be cleared with the 

teacher before making your presentation to the class. We strongly suggest that you practice teaching 
your lesson before you teach the lesson in the class. 

6. Ask your leader or the class teacher for teaching tips and ideas for getting the students involved in the 
lesson. 

7. Teach the lesson to the class under the supervision of the regular teacher. 
8. Ask the regular teacher to give you a written or verbal evaluation. 

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when you have received a written or verbal evaluation from the supervising teacher.

What should I do? 
Plan, prepare, and teach a Bible story or biblical truth to a child or a group of children (other than teaching a 
Sunday school class. 

 

Why should I do this?  
Generally, children enjoy hearing about Jesus and learning from Bible stories. God has entrusted you with a 
message to share with children. You can learn the life-changing principles of the Word as you teach them to 
children. Also, this activity can help you overcome the nervousness of speaking in front of others. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Plan when, where, and who you can teach (unstructured setting such as baby-sitting; structured setting 

such as Children’s Church, etc.) other than a Sunday school class (teaching a Sunday school class is a 
separate activity). 

2. Have the material you plan to present approved by your youth leader, children’s Sunday school teacher, 
or pastor. If the lesson is to be taught in a home, ask the parent, as well as one of the church leaders, to 
help you choose a passage to teach or use lesson material they want you to teach. 

3. Pray and study your material and the passage that coincides with that lesson.  
4. Figure out a sentence that summarizes the lesson. This should help you understand the main point you 

want to communicate to the children. 
5. Make an outline to follow as you teach. 
6. Pray for God’s strength when you teach. 
7. Teach the lesson you have prepared.  

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when you have taught the children.

Tract distribution, 
when done with grace, can get people to stop and think about their need of God’s salvation. 

 

How do I do it? 
1. Pick out the tracts you will pass out.  
2. Read the tracts and know what they say. 
3. Think about things you may want to say to open up the conversation to give out the tract. 

a. Can I give you something good to read? 
b. Can I give you something that changed my life? 
c. Can I give you something to read that tells you how to go to heaven? 
d. Can I give you some good news? 
e. Would you please read this on your break?  
f. Here is some good news about how to go to heaven.  

4. Pray that God will prepare the hearts of the people to whom you give the tract. 
5. Look for opportunities to pass out tracts. 
6. Look for opportunities to discuss the tract and share the Gospel with the person to whom you gave a 

tract. 
 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when you have handed tracts to at least seven individuals. 

 

How did it go?   
How did the people you handed the tract to react? 
Did anyone talk to you about the information in the tract? 
Did passing out a tract get easier with each one you passed out? 
Did anyone accept Christ?

Through the observation and 
coaching of an adult, you can sharpen your skills through this Christian service activity to help you better learn 
how to minister to others.  

 

How do I do it? 
1. Ask your pastor or a leader if you can go with them to visit people. If your church has a planned visitation 

program, this would be a natural time to get together. 
2. Ask about appropriate attire, where you are going, and what you should bring with you, such as your 

Bible. 
3. Be prepared to share a verse, your personal testimony, or pray for the person being visited. The verse 

you share could be from a lesson, your Scripture Memory Pac, or out of your quiet time. 
4. Pray for God to use you on the visit. 
5. Observe how the adult you are with talks to people and how the people respond. Note the things that 

build up people and honor Jesus.

6. Map out each visit so areas do not overlap. Assign drivers and give them directions. Assign students to 

each car. 
7. Meet as a group before you leave. Discuss the purpose of the visits. 

a. If the person is sick, pray with him or her. 
b. If the reason for the absence is not known, find out and 

1) pray for him or her. 
2) encourage him or her to come back. 
3) offer a ride if one is needed. 

8. Pray together as a group asking for God’s blessing as you start this Christian service activity.  
9. Assign a time to meet back at the church.

What should we do? 
Use the various skills and gifts of the students in your group to hold a Gospel service meeting at a 
campground.  

 

Why should we do this?  
This is a great way to take the Gospel to a group of people that may not go to church. Since a campground 
tends to promote a very relaxed, community-minded lifestyle it is a place where you can have a church-type 
service in a non-traditional setting.  

 

How do we do it? 
1. Have a leader contact the campground one to two months in advance and ask if you can lead a service in 

one of their buildings or outside at a central location.  
2. Design a flyer to hand out in the campground the day before and the day of the service. Include specific 

time and location on the flyer.  
3. Plan the program.  

a. Pray for the planning. 
b. Think about the abilities God has given different members of your group. Decide who you can ask to 

do each part of your program. Make adjustments for the facilities and the uniqueness of camping. 
c. A typical meeting might include: 

1) Start the music fifteen minutes before the meeting is scheduled to begin. 
2) Lead the group in a couple of simple songs. Provide words on paper, video projector, or overhead 

projector. 
3) Read from Scripture. 
4) Pray. 
5) Include special music. 
6) You may want to include a drama presentation, puppets, or video introduction that leads into the 

message. 
7) Preach the message. You will probably have saved and unsaved attending the service. 
8) Give a public response invitation. Expect people to respond. To have an effective invitation, ask 

these questions: 
a) Do you have a quiet place to take people who respond? 
b) Do you have Gospels of John and follow-up materials ready?  
c) Are there people prepared to lead the counseling sessions? 

9) Sing a closing song. 
d. You could have a separate meeting for children at the same time as the adult meeting.  
e. How long will the program last? A typical service would be an hour long. 
f. What distractions could possibly happen?  

1) Playground 
2) Sports activity 
3) Cars driving by 
4) Large cookout nearby 
5) Hecklers 

4. Plan on being outside. You may have to supply your own electricity. If no electricity is available, 
remember to project your voice and speak up. 
a. Where will power come from? 
b. Do we have instruments that operate without power? 
c. Do we need a sound system? 
d. Can we use a boom box with batteries if needed?  

5. Decide on the dress code for the students. 
6. Pray for the ministry. 
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When am I done?

What should we do? 
Hold a church service or evangelistic rally meeting at a children’s home or orphanage. 

 

Why should we do this?  
Ministering in a children’s home or orphanage is a good way for students to learn how to reach out to those 
who are less fortunate than they are. It can build compassion and thankfulness for what the students have at 
home. It’s also another way to build relationships and share the Gospel.  

 

How do we do it? 
1. Call a local orphanage or children’s home and inquire about holding a service there. 

a. Tell them who you are and what you want to do. 
b. What is the best time to have the greatest attendance? 
c. How much time can you have? 

2. Plan an activity before the service. You may want to have sponsor a: 
a. Cookout with the children.  
b. Game time either inside or outside. 
c. Movie night, pool party, etc. 
d. Meeting to celebrate a special day: Valentine’s, Christmas, etc. 
e. Party where you take them skating, skiing, hay ride, etc. 

3. Plan the program. Assign a person to help or lead in each ministry area.  
a. Music 
b. Bible story and/or puppets for kids 
c. Drama geared for this age group 
d. Personal testimonies from students 
e. Preach the Word with a specific decision in mind, such as dedication, salvation, purity, etc.  
f. Counselors  
g. Make sure the program is appropriate for the group attending.  

4. Inform your students about the conflicts that this group of children are going through: abandonment, 
jealousy of those in secure situations, hatred because of their situation. Talk to your students and help 
them understand that sensitivity and compassion is needed to minister to this group. You may want to 
bring a staff member from the church or a person who has counseled people in these situations. 

5. Pray for wisdom as you go.

Biblical Mandate 

Matthew 5:14-16 
 

What should we do? 
Hold a public safety fair at your church for people in your community to visit. Set up areas or booths related to 
public safety and also have a booth that explains your ministry and that you are there to help the community 
in times of need.  

 

Why should we do this?  
This is a great way to familiarize the community with your church ministries. It will show the community you 
are interested in the people who live in the area in which you minister.  

 

How do we do it? 
1. Arrange the church property like booths at a Fair, could be indoors or out. 
2. Invite one or more of the following to set up in the church building or parking lot. You may wish to invite 

one of the three groups each year and set up a three-year rotation. Since a church may be using different 
sections of this group Christian service, three sets of instructions are given in detail. Select the ones that 
are applicable for the current event.) 
a. Local police or sheriff to provide the following: 

1) An appropriate child ID kit with a note that says, “Courtesy of (Your Church Name).” Child ID Kit 
includes forms that: 
a) Record a child’s personal and medical information including birth date, height, weight, blood 

type, allergies, etc. 
b) Place for a 4x6 photograph – consider using a digital camera with photo printer or a Polaroid. 
c) Ten-finger fingerprint chart with non-toxic ink strip 
d) Pouch to store a hair sample for DNA analysis. 
e) Place for name of doctor and dentist. 

2) Important bicycle safety tips such as: 
a) Safe riding procedures 
b) Safe maintenance practices. 

3) Be sure to check with the police/sheriff to see if the church can help to underwrite the cost of the 
materials that will be used. 

4) Have a time for questions and answers. 
b. Local fireman to share some Do’s and Don’ts about home safety. 

1) Allow time for firefighter to assist in recommending the best route of escape from your home in 
case of fire. They will need to understand the basic layout of your home. 

2) Provide notepads with your church’s name. 
3) Request any helpful handouts that would be appropriate. 
4) Check if they can bring a smoke house for demonstrations. 
5) Have a time for questions and answers. 

c. Local emergency medical team to share basic medical skills that can be performed by non-
professionals This might help them save a life. Some of the things they might learn are the location of 
pressure points, the Heimlich maneuver for choking, a reminder not to move an injured person before 
medical help arrives, etc. They may want to check children’s car seats to make certain that they meet 
the state’s safety requirements. Check with local businesses such as Wal-Mart, Target, K-Mart, or 
Toys-R-Us for possible donations or give-away items including a car seat. If during the inspection one 
is found to be unsafe or illegal, you could offer them a free one right on the spot as they are not 
allowed to use the unsafe one once it has been detected. 
1) Provide notepads with your church’s name on them. 
2) Have a time for questions and answers. 

3. Teens can prepare various means of getting the Gospel out in nearby rooms or areas in the parking lot or 
grounds while people are waiting their turn. 
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4. Procedures 
a. Group Puppets 

1) Choose what kind of puppets you plan to use (finger, hand, or stringed marionette).  
2) Select the script you will be using. You might want to customize it to coincide with the special 

community service you are providing (i.e. something about fire safety if using your local fire 
department). 

3) Have the dialog well rehearsed. 
4) Use humor with taste, gearing it to the age level to which you are ministering. 
5) Be sure to have an application of the message included in the dialogue. 
6) You may want to have an open invitation depending on the thrust of your presentation.  
7) You should use a sound system if necessary. . 

b. Dramas 
1) If using a drama, participating students should dress appropriately. 
2) Have the dialogue well rehearsed and have it match the theme of the day. 
3) Use humor with taste, gearing it to the age level to which you are ministering. 
4) Be sure to have an application of the message included in the dialogue. 
5) You may want to give an open invitation depending on the thrust of your presentation. 

5. Gospel Bracelets; when children are free to participate. 
a. Gather the necessary colored beads and materials needed to assemble gospel bracelets utilizing the 

wordless book colors. 
b. Assist the children in making their own gospel bracelet, making certain to explain the plan of salvation 

as you assemble each color of the bracelet.  
6. Face Painting 

a. Select non-toxic paints that are designed for this. 
b. Choose a few simple fun figures that can incorporate the five colors of the wordless book explaining 

the significance of the colors. 
1) Gold–God loves you and wants you to spend eternity in heaven with Him where the streets are 

made of gold. 
2) Black–Because everyone has sinned against God and done things that are wrong, we can’t get to 

heaven on our own, we need a substitute or a Savior. 
3) Red–God loved us so much that He sent His Son, Jesus, as our substitute to die on the cross for 

our sins. 
4) White–If we believe and receive Jesus as our Savior; He will cleanse our hearts of sin.  
5) Green–Once we have trusted the Lord Jesus as our Savior, He wants us to grow in our faith and 

tell others about God and His great love. 
c. Instruct the designated teen artists in face painting while explaining the plan of salvation as they use 

the various colors. 
7. Carnival Type Games: select easy-to-play games with small prizes for good performance.

Conduct a service or evangelistic rally in a detention center, jail, or juvenile detention center. 

 

Why should we do this?  
You can minister to people who understand what it means to be in trouble. Your students will learn to have 
compassion for different groups of people. They will also learn to be thankful for their circumstances and 
surroundings.  

 

How do we do it? 
1. Check with your pastor to find those who may have experience in this area. There may be someone in 

your church who has ministered in this setting. Ask for their assistance and direction throughout the 
planning process. 

2. Call the detention center or jail to inquire about having a service. If the answer is yes, decide on a date 
and time. Ask if there are age or gender restrictions. It may be wise not to give out phone numbers and 
addresses. Some facilities may advise not to give those out for safety reasons. If so, remind the students 
of the guidelines before you go. 

3. Share the format of your service with the official in charge. A suggested schedule may be music, 
preaching, testimonies (maybe even from former inmate), etc. 

4. Begin to pray about the service. 
5. Arrange to have tracts, Gospels of John, and decision slips. 
6. Honor the age and gender restrictions set by the corrections facility. Get permission slips or other 

requisites that are needed. Some states may require a background check.  
7. Plan the service with the students. 

a. Plan 
1) Music 
2) Testimonies 
3) Special music 
4) Simple dramas 
5) Salvation message 

b. Remember there may be a dress code. 
c. Pray for the invitation. 

8. Arrive early to set-up. Plan for extra time to go through security as you enter the facility.  
9. Conduct the service. Sit with the inmates if possible. 
10. Thank the officials for the opportunity and get their evaluation of the service. Ask if you can come back 

again.

Teens who have participated in this have seen hard hearts soften because they were willing to do something 
for others at no charge.  

 

How do we do it? 
1. Select a date. Place it on the youth and church calendars. 
2. Start publishing a Free Car Wash using signs, handbills, and public service announcements on the radio. 

Newspapers may do a feature story about the activity if you send them the information.  
3. Discuss the procedure to be followed during the day. 

a. When a car drives up, ask the driver to park and step under the canopy for refreshments while his car 
is being washed. 

b. Use tracts to talk to people about Christ while they wait. 
c. Set a goal to share the gospel with everyone. Relate the fact that the car wash is free to illustrate 

God’s free plan of salvation. It is free to us, but it cost Jesus His life. 
d. Be sure each person leaves with a tract.  

4. Gather all the supplies that are needed: 
a. Buckets, soap, sponges, towels, hoses, etc 
b Tracts 
c. Church bulletin or flyers telling about upcoming events 
d. Canopy for customers to stand under if the weather is hot 
e. Drinks for customers while car is being washed 
f. Posters that say “Free Car Wash” 

5. Set the rules for the car wash.  
a. Remember, this is an outreach so keep the horseplay to a minimum.  
b. Decide on a dress code. This is a very important part of your testimony.  
c. Determine the number of hours the car wash will extend. 
d. Establish a schedule as to when each student is to be present at the car wash, 

6. Contact fast food restaurants, gas stations, or stores about doing the car wash at their location. Decide 
which location is best. Consider doing the car wash at your church.

food can add to the event. 
6. Try to estimate the number of students who will be coming. 
7. Have action as the students arrive; music, an X-Box, PlayStation, or extreme games.  
8. Have a youth speaker that can command attention to present the Gospel. Possibly include a drama by 

your youth group. Remember the key is evangelism, so you will need to be prepared for the invitation. 
The message should be concise and to the point (approximately 15 to 20 minutes). 

9. Plan to call for a public response to the message Prepare those who will be doing the personal work in 
the counseling area. At the invitation, have counselors ready. Take students that respond to a designated 
area for counseling. Have Gospels of John and decision slips ready. Expect people to respond.

d. Provide any background you may have regarding any the visits.  
e. Pray.  

3. Determine what to take on the visit.  
a. Bibles 
b. Tracts 
c. Church bulletins or other church information 

4. What to do at each house 
a. Choose a spokesperson. 
b. Be respectful when you get out of the car. 
c. Knock on the door, step back, and give them room to open the door. 
d. Be friendly. 
e. The spokesperson needs to introduce himself, tell who you are, and why you are there.  
f. Once inside the house, keep the conversation general. 

1) Pick out something unique in the house 
2) Ask about their family–then listen and allow him to talk. 

g. Eventually get to the point. 
h. Possible statements to open the door to witness 

1) Have you ever thought about spiritual things? 
2) Have you ever thought about how to get to heaven? 
3) What is a person’s greatest spiritual need? 
4) How do you think a person becomes a Christian? 

5. If possible, have students meet back at the church when done to share blessings.

b. Ask about having a service for patients and their families. 
c. Ask about a particular date and time. 
d. Share your general service format. 
e. Visit the hospital to check on the facilities, room size, etc. 
f. Find out about things needed for the service. 

1) Sound system 
2) Keyboard and other instruments 

g. Consult with the chaplain regarding an appropriate time allotment for the service. Ask the chaplain 
about the style of the service he would recommend. Regardless, plan to include a clear presentation 
of the Gospel. 

5. Plan the service with the students four weeks in advance. 
a. Start to pray about the service with the students. 
b. Make the assignments 

1) Singing 
2) Music 
3) Testimonies 
4) Bible reading 
5) Preaching  
6) Prayer 
7) Invitation 

6. Arrange for transportation needs. 
7. Prepare the students for unusual circumstances that may arise.  

a. This is a rather somber place. Be gracious but do not joke around. 
b. Patients may get sick during the service. 
c. Patients may be on medication. 
d. Patients may not be coherent. 
e. Patients may want to hold on to you. 
f. Patients may be hard-of-hearing. 

8. Allow time to set up. 
9. Pray before you start. 
10. Follow your order of service as planned with the Chaplin.

2) Share last week’s sermon notes. 
3) Share a devotional or share from your quiet time. 
4) Plan to share the Gospel if needed.

2) Share a personal blessing. 
3) Share an answer to prayer. 

c. Lead in prayer. 
1) Pray specifically for the patient.

Will you have 
more than one set of actors?  

7. Discuss support help. 
a. Traffic control.

c. Carolers (if desired). 
d. Security. 
e. Greeters. 

8. Schedule days for practices and building of scenery. 
9. Plan a dress rehearsal the day before you begin. 
10. Decide on the order of the program. 

a. Carolers first? 
b. Nativity scene first? 
c. Speaker, if any? 

11. Discuss the invitation. Discuss how to hand out tracts. 
12. Decide if you want to collect names and contact information, and what you will do with the information.

Biblical Mandate  

Mark 16:15 
 

What should we do? 
Conduct a program in the local mall. 

 

Why should we do this?  
The students will gain experience handling situations that may arise when using their talents for the Lord in a 
community cultural setting. It also teaches unity, advance planning, and organizational skills 

 

How do we do it? 
1. Plan the ministry opportunity at least three months in advance. 
2. Contact the local mall or shopping center and ask if they are open to a presentation by a faith-based 

youth group in their facility. 
a. Explain what you are doing and try to get a date near a special holiday (Thanksgiving, Christmas, 

Valentine’s Day, or Mother’s Day). 
b. An evening or weekend program would work well.  
c. Ask for a two hour block of time allowing you to do a 15 minute program three to four times in one 

evening. 
d. Plan the physical necessities of your program.  

1) Platform (you may need to bring one in if mall does not provide one). 
2) Electricity. 

a) Outlets. 
b) Generator. 

1) Place for students to meet when they come to pray, hold coats, etc. 
2) Sound system, if needed. 
3) Musical instruments, if needed. 

3. Plan the program. 
a. Length of program. 
b. Style of program. 

1) Special Presentations. 
2) Drama. 
3) Puppets. 
4) Choir or Vocal Group. 

c. The program should revolve around a central theme. 
1) Christmas – birth of Jesus. 
2) Easter – death and resurrection of Jesus. 
3) Valentines Day – love of Christ for us. 

d. Remember your audience. 
e. Dress code for program people and support staff. 

4. Convey the vision to the students and begin to pray about the program and its effect.  
5. Rehearse the program so it goes smoothly at the mall. Time the program. You will need to know the 

length.  
6. Have a program plan written for each student so each knows his part, time length, etc. 
7. Train the students for counseling. You could use the Evangi-Cube or tracts. 
8. Set up a free literature table with a big sign on it encouraging people to take literature. You will have to 

ask the mall if you can pass out free literature. 
9. Promote the program. It always looks better if there are people watching. It will help to draw more of a 

crowd.  
a. Recruit church members to come. 
b. Use posters, flyers, or sign boards on tripods at the mall.

Matthew 20:27-28 
 

What should we do? 
Complete a project or a series of tasks for a person who needs help. Take the opportunity you created by 
helping meet physical needs to share appropriate spiritual words of encouragement.  

 

Why should we do this?  
The model that Jesus Christ left us is one of demonstrating His love by meeting their physical needs first, and 
then providing for their spiritual needs. We should follow His example by demonstrating our love through 
meeting the physical needs of others and then using that opportunity to meet their spiritual needs. 

 

How do we do it? 
1. There are many possible opportunities to consider. Your pastor or church office may know of a person in 

need. When you discover a need (accident victims, handicapped people, sick or shut-in people, disaster 
victims, etc) it is time to act on the problem. This may also be an opportunity to reach out to the unsaved 
or to new families to your church. 

2. Contact the person and let them know what you would like to do. In some cases, you can just show up, 
but in most cases, it is good to give notice of what you would like to do.  

3. Organize your students and make assignments. 
a. When will you do this project? 
b. Where will you meet? 
c. What should workers bring? 
d. Who will share the spiritual things, and what items are needed for this?  
e. Collect needed materials. 
f. Have a brief meeting about what to expect at the project site.  
g. Estimate the time the project will take so you can inform parents. 
h. Travel to the project site. 

4. Meet a Physical Need – Choose one of the following: 
a. Gather and deliver food items or household goods. 
b. Do some work around the person’s home (i.e. mowing lawns, raking leaves, shoveling snow, cleaning 

windows, house cleaning, running errands, baby-sitting, etc.).  
5. Share your Faith – Choose one of the following: 

a. Share your personal testimony. 
b. Share a personal blessing or an answer to prayer. 

6. Minister the Word – Choose one of the following: 
a. Read a passage of Scripture and share a personal application. 
b. Bring a tape of last week’s sermon and notes. 
c. Share the plan of salvation. 

7. Lead in Prayer – Choose one of the following: 
a. Pray specifically for the individual or a special prayer request. 
b. Lead him in the sinner’s prayer (if it is appropriate to your visit with them). 

8. Continue your ministry – Choose one of the following: 
a. Leave baked goods.  
b. Send a special card, gift, or Christian literature. 

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when the student has finished the project (or a day’s work) and has shared 
appropriate spiritual words of encouragement. 
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How did it go?   
Discuss with the group the specific ways that you met physical needs during this project, 
How did these people respond to having you meet these needs? 
What spiritual needs were apparent and how were these needs met? 
How can we have future follow-up ministry with this person?

Romans 12:4-13 
 

What should we do? 
Use the creativity of a team of students to make a complete presentation of a biblical truth that will move 
individuals in an audience toward a spiritual decision. Make the presentation through a group of students 
working together to operate all aspects of the program.  

 

Why should we do this?  
This Christian service is advanced. It is for the group that is ready for a challenge; for the students in your 
group with creativity that is looking for a place to happen; for students aspiring to develop leadership. The 
outline below will guide you through the organizational process as you supply the vision and passion. 

 

How do we do it? 
1. Evaluate four things:  

a. A spiritual need; a Biblical truth that should be presented 
b. The type of presentation that would be best for presenting this truth,  
c. Abilities within your student ministry  
d. The opportunity to make such a presentation  

2. Formulate a plan. Get a select group of two to four students involved. 
a. Decide what you want the presentation to accomplish. 
b. Plan the time sequence for preparing the presentation. 
c. Select parts of the presentation to delegate to different students (scripts, costumes, acting, music, 

backgrounds, audio-visual, transportation, arrangements, etc). Evaluate the time available and the 
aptitudes of your students before making assignments. 

3. Get permission from your church leaders to proceed with the plan. They may have suggestions and ideas 
that will help the presentation accomplish church-wide ministry goals. 

4. Recruit people to work. 
a. Student leaders to be responsible for various aspects. 
b. Adults who will help train and supervise throughout the process. 
c. Students to participate in the program. 
d. Adults for things such as transportation, depending on where you will utilize this plan 
e. The Ministry Team leaders. 

1) Choose a married couple, if possible. This will help provide a man and a woman to chaperone 
and lead while traveling as a team. 

2) The leaders should have time available to accompany the team as they practice and travel should 
the team take their presentation on-the-road. You may also need them for such events as a 
summer tour. 

3) The leader could serve as the speaker or the song director for the team. 
5. Select young people: 

a. Who have potential. 
b. Who are willing to learn.  
c. Whose lifestyle demonstrates the process of spiritual growth. 
d. Who are growing in their personal spiritual disciplines such as quiet time. 
e. Who would be willing to learn how to deal with people regarding salvation, assurance, or dedication. 

6. Make student assignments. There can be several different sub-groups, including: 
a. Musical teams, drama teams, puppet teams 
b. Sport teams (testimonies must be included.) 
c. Special presentation (example: gospel magic, art, or juggling) 
d. Every team must have a speaker to conclude the presentation and summarize the biblical truth of the 

presentation. 
7. Prepare the presentation by doing things such as:  

a. Putting props together. 
b. Learning scripts.  
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8. Rehearse the presentation. Remember, you are representing the Lord Jesus Christ. Work together for a 
unifying thought that communicates the stated purpose.  

9. The schedule. You may include the following opportunities: 
a. Youth rallies, retreats, socials, church services, revival meetings, summer camp meetings, street 

meetings, institutional meetings (rest homes, jails, rescue missions, etc.) 
b. You may want to plan only weekend ministries or a summer tour. 
c. You may plan a specialized schedule for the express purpose of reaching a rural, underprivileged, 

mission area (Indian reservation, etc.), or visit a foreign field. 
10. The promotion 

a. Using a current photo, have a poster made up of your team. Leave the date and meeting place open, 
to be filled in by the group you will be ministering to. 

b. You may want to have fliers to be passed out prior to your meeting printed. 
c. Encourage churches in the area to start including your meetings in their bulletins several weeks 

beforehand. 
11. Make the presentation. 

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete at the end of each presentation. 

 

How did it go?  
How was the overall presentation? 
What problems arose in the service? How can they be overcome or avoided? 
Share praises, results, and effect this presentation had on people in the ministry team.  
Pray for those who made or needed to make decisions.

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Ministry to the Hearing Impaired 
 
Biblical Mandate 

Philippians 2:4 
 

What should we do? 
Do sign language interpretation for hearing impaired at your church services, student ministries meetings, or 
other gatherings. 

 

Why should we do this?  
Those who are hearing impaired compose a group of people who are often neglected. In most cases, our 
neglect is not caused by a lack of concern, but because we do not know how to effectively communicate with 
them. This ministry will encourage young people to learn a skill that can be used to reach an entire group of 
people for Jesus Christ. 

 

How do we do it? 
1. Learn American Sign Language (ASL). Someone in your church may be able to teach interested 

students. If you do not have a teacher in your church, find and enroll in a class at a local college or 
community agency that teaches (ASL). When ready to reach out to the hearing-impaired community, let 
the leaders of your church and student ministry know of your ability to do sign language interpretation.  

2. Find out where the hearing impaired live in your community. Check the following areas: 
a. Ask your pastor for any contact cards of hearing impaired in the area. 
b. Have an announcement made from the pulpit to find addresses of any hearing impaired people. 
c. Locate the hearing-impaired schools in your state or province. They have addresses for most of the 

hearing impaired in a community. 
d. You may want to contact the Social Service Department, the Human Services Department, the 

Hearing Impaired Centers or Special Education Department of your public school system for more 
information. 

 Note: Most public service departments are reluctant to give information over the telephone; therefore, 
you should meet with them in person. 

e. Most hearing impaired young people go to state boarding schools during the school year. Some of 
them come home for the weekends. 

3. Understand the needs of the hearing impaired (not an exhaustive list): 
a. They tend to be very sensitive. 
b. They have an acute ability to read facial expressions and to pinpoint sincerity. 
c. They have a limited vocabulary. 
d. They have very few hearing friends. 
e. They are insecure. 

4. Preparation for visiting hearing impaired persons: 
a. Pray for guidance and wisdom. 
b. Obtain alphabet cards and distribute them to the young people one month before the activity. 
c. Encourage the young people to learn the hearing impaired alphabet. 
d. Obtain a supply of tracts that are very simple and to the point. Do not get tracts that are wordy or 

difficult to understand. 
e. Talk with someone who works with the hearing impaired. Have them teach you and your young 

people a few basic signs, such as: “Jesus loves you,” “Come to our church,” and “Do you know how 
to get to heaven?”  

f. Ask this worker to go with you on your project. 
g. Have note cards made up with the following information: “Hi! My name is ____ I am from ____ 

Church. What is your name? I have some information to give you.” 
5. Additional tips: 

a. Wear clothing that makes it easy for the hearing impaired person to see you hands and face 
b. Position yourself where the hearing impaired person can see you and the action on the platform or 

stage.

What should we do? 
Do a group puppet presentation of a biblical truth or Bible story.  

 

Why should we do this?  
Puppets combine a visual presentation with storytelling in a way that increases our ability to communicate 
biblical truth to people of all ages. 

 

How do we do it? 
1. Decide on what biblical truth or biblical account the group will dramatize.  

a. Think about the characteristics of the audience they are targeting.  
b. Think through the purpose nature of the presentation. Here are some suggestions. Will it: 

1) Be evangelistic? 
2) Teach a character trait? 
3) Teach a biblical truth or account?  
4) Edify the church? 

2. Write or select a script that will best accomplish the stated purpose. The script may be obtained from a 
Christian bookstore or you may write your own. 

3. Choose which type of puppets will work best for the audience. 
a. Finger (small audience) 
b. Hand 
c. String (marionettes) 

4. Assign parts of the script to puppets and students. Decide what characters from the Bible or modern life 
the puppets will represent. This involves deciding what good or bad characteristics you want to 
emphasize to help in the development of the lesson (truth, honesty, obedience, happiness, gentleness, 
fairness, servant’s heart, hatefulness, selfishness, dishonesty, bullying, disobedience, etc.). 

5. You must choose the background and stage that you will use. Word of Life Teens Involved Handbook has 
a suggested puppet stage design.  

6. Various voices must be developed for the characters (little girl, old man, high-pitched, low-pitched, giggly, 
raspy, growl, slow, etc.). 

7. Background music may enhance the presentation; however, we suggest the young people use their own 
voices. 

8. You should use a sound system when the size of the room warrants it. 
9. Have the dialogue well rehearsed. Practice to synchronize words and mouth movements, entrances, and 

exits.  
10. Be sure to have the application included in the dialogue. 

a. You may want to give an invitation depending upon the thrust of your presentation. 
b. Personal application should be done live and not as a puppet. Puppets cannot get saved or change 

their actions or attitude, but people can.

What should we do? 
Take a group of students to a rescue mission and have them participate in a service for the mission. 

 

Why should we do this?  
Ministering to those who are in a rescue mission will give us an opportunity to show the love of Christ and 
share the Gospel with those who are ready to hear it. 

 

How do we do it? 
1. Call the rescue mission director:  

a. Set up a date and time for your group to come and conduct or participate in a service for the 
residents. 

b. Discuss details about your group: 
1) The age of your students. 
2) The male/female ratio. 
3) Appropriate attire. 

c. Discuss service details including:  
1) Length of service. 
2) Music. 
3) Appropriateness of a drama. 
4) Who should bring the message (great place for a Teens Involved sermon). 
5) Invitation, counseling, etc.  

d. You might go and meet with the mission director when you could observe one of the mission 
services. 

2. Have the young people obtain parental permission for this opportunity. 
3. Plan the detailed ingredients of the meeting with your young people. 

a. What are you going to do? Who is going to do it? 
b. Group singing (need a leader and a piano player). 
c. Scripture reading. 
d. Prayer. 
e. Special music. 
f. Testimonies. 
g. Message and invitation. 

4. Describe what to expect. 
5. Arrange for transportation for the service. 
6. Arrive at the mission one hour before the service to tour the facility with the mission director. After the 

tour, ask him about his background and how he got into mission work. Have prayer as a group for the 
service. 

7. Conduct the service as you have planned. Generally, the group should be seated at the front of the 
auditorium for their part in the service. 

8. Thank the mission director for the opportunity of having the service. Get his evaluation. Ask him if it would 
be possible for your group to come again.  

9. Consider arranging a regular time to have the young people participate in a service. Check on available 
dates and times. 

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when students have participated in a Rescue Mission service. 
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How did it go?  
What are the needs of the people? Are their needs only physical? 
Do their physical needs make it difficult to make a spiritual impact? 
What problems arose in the service? How can they be overcome and avoided?

What should we do? 
Provide refreshments, encouragement, and Gospel literature for a designated period of time, at a public rest 
area or public parking area.  

 

Why should we do this?  
We can show the love of Christ and share the truth of the Gospel to many of the people who travel our 
highways by the millions. 

 

How do we do it? 
1. Contact the proper authorities for permission to set up a refreshment area at a rest stop or in a parking lot 

next to a heavily traveled road.  
a. Specify to the authorities the exact dates and times that you want to do this. 
b. Explain that you are not planning to sell anything, but rather give away free drinks and literature. 

2. Order a sufficient supply of Gospel literature. 
a. Good tracts. 
b. Put church identification on each piece of literature (including your web site). 

3. Stock up with coffee, sugar, cream, and cold drinks. Have large coffee urns and a means to heat them, 
plus cold and hot cups. Store plenty of ice in coolers. (Some stores will donate these goods.) 

4. Make signs to identify your church or youth group as sponsor of this free refreshment and literature. 
5. Have your students sign up so you know who will be helping you. Challenge your young people about this 

great opportunity to introduce others to Christ. 
6. Divide the day into four or six-hour shifts and have the young people sign up for a certain shift. Be sure to 

have an adult present at all times, and a man chaperoning during the evening hours. 
7. Instruct your young people about how to approach people to give them the plan of salvation. 
8. Make sure that each young person knows how to give the plan of salvation with the appropriate verses 

and is able to bring people to a point of decision. 
9. Make sure that someone is in the booth at all times. 
10. Be friendly with everyone who stops and spend time talking with them rather than with each other. 
11. Make sure that everyone is offered some Gospel literature as well as refreshments. 
12. Be ready to witness and give out the plan of salvation to everyone who stops. 
13. Fill out a decision card and give a Gospel of John to everyone who makes a decision for Christ. People 

may be reluctant to give out their address, but an e-mail address would be great. 
14. Keep your area clean and free of paper cups or literature that might be thrown on the ground. 
15. Make sure that each person on duty is well groomed and appropriately dressed. 
16. Each adult and young person should wear an identification badge with his first name only on it. 
17. You may want to have a register for people to sign.  
18. Be sure the area is clean and all signs are removed when the activity is finished. 
19. Send decision cards to churches near those making decisions. 
20. Send thank you notes to anyone who sponsored the refreshments or supplies. 

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when students have helped for the designated period of time and have had a spiritual 
conversation with at least one person.

Matthew 25:34-40 
 

What should we do? 
Take students to homes of elderly people, those who are sick, and those who can not get out of the house to 
share the love of Christ with them.  

 

Why should we do this?  
Many times when people are at their weakest physically, they are open to spiritual things. Jesus often 
ministered to the sick and through visitation we also have a great opportunity to encourage the saved and 
reach out to the lost. 

 

How do we do it? 
1. Put a date and time on the calendar for this activity. 
2. Arrange transportation. Cars and minivans work fine, as small groups work very well for this type of 

ministry. 
3. Ask your pastor or someone in the church office for a list of sick or shut-in individuals to whom your group 

can minister. In order to decide which students will be sent to which homes, ask the following information: 
a. Who are they? 
b. Where are they located? 
c. What is their age and gender?  
d. What is the physical condition of the person? 
e. What is the spiritual condition of the person? 
f. Is there any other pertinent information? 

4. Plan where you will send groups of students based on the information you have gathered. Consider the 
maturity level of your students as you make group assignments and visit assignments. Gender should 
factor into the process as well.  

5. Have materials ready for each group of students: 
a. It would be helpful to have a written page for each visit listing directions and information about the 

person. Include a contact phone number in case something hinders them from making the visit. 
b. A tape, CD, or DVD of one of your church services 
c. Tracts: Gospel, encouragement, and topical based on the information you learned about the person.  
d. Something related to the person’s interests, if known. 

6. Call the home of the shut-in to arrange for the visit, including the time, date, and any further instructions.  
7. Explain to the group they may need to adjust what they say and do when they are inside the house or 

person’s room. Listed below are things that can be done to make the visit spiritually, as well as 
emotionally, encouraging. It would be good to try to do at least one from each category. 
a. Ministering the Word: 

1) Offer to read a passage of Scripture. 
2) Give them a sermon tape or CD and share a little personal application you gained. 
3) Share the plan of salvation. 

b. Sharing your Faith: 
1) Share your personal testimony. 
2) Share a personal blessing or an answer to prayer. 

c. Leading in Prayer: 
1) Pray specifically for the individual or a prayer request. 
2) Lead them in the sinner’s prayer – if appropriate to your time with them. 

8. Continuing your Ministry: 
a. You may want to leave baked goods, a special card, gift, or Christian literature. 
b. You may want to offer to return to do some simple work around the person’s home (clean house, yard 

work, etc.). 
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When am I done? 
This activity is complete when students have gone on visitation and talked to at least one person about 
spiritual things.

1 Timothy 5:1-4 
 

What should we do? 
Conduct a service for and minister to the residents at a special care facility such as a nursing home, assisted 
living facility, hospice, or a county home.  

 

Why should we do this?  
This is a very safe environment for young people who are getting started in Christian service activities to 
minister to a generation that is often lonely and sometimes hurting. In addition the people who have come 
before us often have much to offer our young people today. 

 

How do we do it? 
1. Check with the pastor regarding the special care facilities in your area and any helpful hints that he may 

have. 
2. Call the facility social director. 

a. Identify and introduce yourself, your church, and your youth group. 
b. Ask about having a service for the residents and confirm a date and time. 

1) Share with the director the general format of your service. 
2) Ask about the facility: 

a) What size is the room? 
b) Do they have a piano? 
c) Is a sound system needed? 

3) How many would be expected to attend? 
4) How much time will you have for set-up, the meeting, and after the meeting? 
5) Review the type of presentation you plan to bring. 

a) Instruments are enjoyed in some facilities and not allowed in others. 
b) Puppets are enjoyed by most but may be confusing on others. 

c. If you want to do personal visits, ask about a good day and time for this. 
3. Have your students sign up so you know how to plan.  
4. Four weeks in advance have a planning meeting with the young people who are participating. 

a. Brief your students. 
1) About what to expect. 

a) Regulations. 
b) Prepare the young people for the actions of the elderly, such as their desire for physical 

contact and possible inability to communicate. 
2) What to do when you arrive at the facility. 
3) The order of service. 
4) What to do after the service is over. 

a) Talk to the residents.  
Ask the residents about their life. 
Ask them if they love Jesus. 

b) Hold the resident’s hand. 
5) Leave at the time you plan to leave. 

b. Make the assignments (if doing a service): 
1) Song leader (help him pick well-known songs). 
2) Piano player. 
3) Testimonies (use two or three short ones). 
4) Special music. 
5) Scripture reading. 
6) Prayer. 
7) Speaker (use a preacher or Bible study presentation). 

c. Have the students record this project in the prayer section of their Quiet Time and pray every day. 
5. It is best if you can practice your program before going to the facility. 
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6. Arrange transportation for your students. 
7. Things to take with you:  

a. Large sized print material is best to use with older people. 
b. Tapes/CD/DVD’s of church services are enjoyed by some.  

8. Have prayer before you depart for the facility. 
9. Arrive one hour before the service and visit the people in their rooms. 
10. Conduct the service as planned. 
11. Thank the director for the opportunity of having the service.  

a. Get his evaluation. Ask if you can come again for another service.  
b. Confirm a date with him if he says yes. 

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when students have visited the facility and talked to at least one person about 
spiritual things. 

 

How did it go?  
Have the young people share blessings. 
Discuss problems that arose during the opportunity. 
Discuss ways to be a blessing to the elderly, such as personal visits, cards, or another service. 
Have the young people who participated in this activity share blessings with your youth group or in a church 
service.

What should we do? 
A vocal or instrumental group of students present a song, with words that are biblical, to an audience to whom 
you desire to minister. 

 

Why should we do this?  
Music is a form of worship that is often used to prepare our hearts to receive the teaching of the Word of God. 
Use this opportunity to encourage yourself and your audience to hear the Word in a worship service, 

 

How do we do it? 
1. Select a song that is encouraging, inspiring, or challenging to the members of your group in their walk 

with Jesus Christ. 
a. Select a song that is appropriate for the:  

1) Musical ability of the group.  
2) Audience.  
3) Occasion.  

b. Evaluate the words of the song for biblical accuracy. 
c. Ask someone who is part of the music ministry in your church to evaluate the music selected for the 

group. 
2. Line up an accompanist or work with a sound person if using an accompaniment track. 
3. Pray that the Lord will use your group as a vessel for His honor. 
4. Organize practices necessary to do a good job.  
5. Schedule an opportunity to present your group’s song. Your group may want to sing or play for your youth 

group before presenting it other places. 
6. Suggestions to communicate to your audience: 

a. It is good to memorize the music and the words. This will help you make eye contact with the 
audience and give you confidence. 

b. Dress neatly and with modesty and remember to smile. 
c. A nice deep breath before the presentation can help curb the butterflies. 
d. If a sound system is used, do not be afraid to use microphones. The system is there to help you get 

the message of the song to the people. Use it. 
e. When the song is completed, no one should move until the accompaniment is finished. Then pause 

one extra moment to let the message of the song sink in to the audience. 
f. Slowly leave the platform area. Do not look as though you are trying to run away. 

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when a service is over in which the students have sung at least one song.

Biblical Mandate  

Luke 14:23 
 

What should we do? 
Hold a S.T.O.R.M. outreach on a regular youth meeting night, or a special night, to invite unsaved 
classmates, friends, family members, and acquaintances to hear a clear presentation of the Gospel. Use the 
spontaneity of going to students’ homes and hang-outs to invite them, on the spot, to come to the meeting. 
Use adults to drive vehicles to bring in the spontaneously invited students. 

 

Why should we do this?  
The Great Commission charges us to go into all the world and make disciples. Jesus used the parable in 
Matthew 22 and Luke 14 to communicate, the desire of the King to fill the place with people who accept the 
invitation. The expected were previously invited and the unexpected were spontaneously invited. Take 
advantage of this Christian service idea to reach the lost and get your group growing! 

 

How do we do it? 
The S.T.O.R.M. Manual provides detailed information, forms, job descriptions, and task lists. 
1. Set a date for this activity. Consider the following ideas as you pick the date: 

a. You should plan your S.T.O.R.M. Outreach in conjunction with your ministry meeting.  
b. Plan it early in the school year to focus on reaching your unsaved classmates.  
c. You might plan it close to another social or WOL Evangelistic event. 

2. Have an initial planning meeting at least four weeks (ideally eight) in advance to:  
a. Explain the plan. 
b. Select a unique draw for the potential attendees. 
c. Delegate responsibilities.  

3. Three weeks prior to the event 
a. Announce in club, explain, and sell the sizzle. 
b. Ask teens to bring a list of ten target teens, along with their addresses. 
c. Start promoting in church services for prayer and workers. 

4. Two weeks prior to the event 
a. Collect lists from teens. Take ten minutes to do so if they don’t have one. 
b. Pray for target teens in Discipleship Group time. 
c. Contact adult helpers 

5. One week prior to the event 
a. Do a skit in club to promote the STORM 
b. Announce time to arrive (1 hour 45 minutes ahead of meeting) 
c. Confirm drivers (need to arrive 1 hour 45 minutes ahead of STORM) 
d. Have prayer time. 

6. Pre-Rally meeting (adults and students) 
a. Explain concept of the night and pass out lists of ten friends collected earlier. 
b. Give instruction on how to go to the door. 
c. Give to the parents a handout that tells when you will have them home and where they are for the 

evening along with a phone number. 
d. Explain what to do when the vehicle is full.  
e. Pair up teens with drivers. Teens are to have a full hour and a half to round up their friends. Many 

groups pick up the most unsaved during the last half hour of the allotted time. 
7. Rally 

a. Have check-in for visitors or take visitors cards in the car.  
b. Do a couple of icebreakers or games. 
c. Make announcements. 
d. Present a skit for an upcoming round-up and other announcements. 
e. Message: Have guest speaker give an evangelistic message with an invitation.  
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f. Have counselors ready with Gospels of John and decision slips. 
g. When the invitation begins start to set up the banana split (or whatever you used as the draw). 
h. Have room set apart for counseling. Assign someone to collect decision slips. 

8. Post-rally events 
a. Drivers take the same students they brought to the event back to their home. 
b. Clean up. 
c. Three days before next youth meeting have the leaders call all visitors and invite them. 
d. Arrange follow up for the students that were saved. 

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when the S.T.O.R.M. Outreach is over and the student has invited and talked to at 
least one person.

Acts 17:22-34 
 

What should we do? 
Do an open-air meeting, including an invitation for people to trust Christ and also a plan for following up new 
believers 

 

Why should we do this?  
Most unsaved individuals are not going to walk into your church on Sunday or even for a special event. Why 
not go to them? A street meeting is a great opportunity to reach a large number of people who might 
otherwise not hear the Gospel.  

 

How do we do it? 
1. Select a date you will hold a street meeting. Consider weather and necessary planning time. Talk with 

your pastor regarding this activity. Learn all that you can from him about street meeting procedure. 
2. Call the appropriate officials (police department, park service, etc.) regarding a permit to hold a street 

meeting. (In the United States, you may need to display an American flag.) 
3. Hold a planning meeting with your pastor, leadership team, and key students. 

a. Present a vision for the need to get the Gospel to everyone. Emphasize that a street meeting is one 
way that has been effectively used to reach people.  

b. Explain the program. 
1) Music 
2) Presentations of interest such as a dream, puppets or a sign board 
3) Preaching 
4) Students and adults from your church talk to people who respond to the invitation.  
5) Timing. Each component of the program should only last five to ten minutes. Based on 

observation and experience, that is the normal attention span of people stopping on a busy street 
to observe an attraction.  

c. Select a place where you will be able to reach the greatest number of people. 
1) Shopping centers 
2) Main streets. Stay on the sidewalks and do not obstruct traffic. 
3) Parks 
4) Beaches 

d. Consider the need for the following equipment: 
1) A portable public address system will help (if allowed) 
2) Some means of an elevated platform (truck, public building steps, etc.) 
3) A portable keyboard or guitar is very helpful for the singing. 
4) A plentiful supply of tracts, Gospels of John, decision slips, and pencils should be available. 

e. Delegate Responsibilities. 
1) Music 
2) Equipment 
3) Order and bring literature supplies 
4) Oversee the personal work (counseling) after the message 
5) Coordinate the follow-up of new believers 

f. Key participants to recruit 
1) A good, strong song leader 
2) Some good instrumental numbers prepared 
3) Several good testimonies by guys and gals who are not microphone shy.  
4) A speaker  

a) Not easily shaken by interruptions or ridicule  
b) He should give a brief, simple salvation message. 
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4. Train participants  
a. How to lead people to Christ 
b. What to expect; the Do’s and Don’ts at a street meeting 
c. Everyone participating should mingle with the crowd to give out tracts or do personal work as the 

opportunity arises, before and after the message. 
5. Prepare the program. It would be wise to do a practice program in your church before going out in public. 

As street meetings go, adjustments will need to be made, but you will not know what they are until you 
start the meeting. The better you know your game plan, the easier it can be to adjust.  

6. Arrange for transportation of your group. 
7. Have people start praying. Have the students put this meeting on their Quiet Time prayer list and pray for 

it daily. 
8. Hold the Street Meeting 

a. Begin with group singing of familiar Gospel songs. 
b. While the instrumental special numbers are presented, have most of your group intersperse through 

the crowd that is beginning to gather. 
c. Have two or three testimonies spaced throughout the program. 
d. Give the message and salvation invitation; a clear, concise presentation of Christ’s death, burial, and 

resurrection with the need to turn from sin and trust in the Lord Jesus Christ for salvation. 
e. Do personal work, witnessing, and tract distribution among the people using the materials you have 

brought. 
9. Have a testimony meeting following the street meeting to share what God did in and through your group. 

 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when the street meeting is over and students have had a spiritual discussion with at 
least one person. 

 

How did it go?  
Was the location you selected a good one for this ministry? 
How many people did you contact during this outreach?

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Tract Blitz 
 
Biblical Mandate 

Acts 1:8 
 

What should we do? 
Take your group to a specific area and distribute tracts and share with people one-on-one about Jesus Christ. 

 

Why should we do this?  
A good tract can be a great tool for reaching the lost. Gospel tracts can get people to stop and think about 
their need for God’s salvation. Working together on this activity will make it easier for the students and can 
help them grow closer. 

 

How do we do it? 
1. For you as the leader of the group: 

a. Prepare yourself through prayer that God will lead you to souls seeking eternal life. 
b. Know the tracts you will be distributing so you can intelligently give out the Word of God, and know 

which particular tract you should give to each person. 
c. Obtain a variety of tracts. Some present the Gospel while others edify saints. 
d. Know where you are going. Secure the pastor’s help with this.  

1) He could help you set the time and choose priority areas.  
2) Choose a place with lots of people and choose a busy time. 

e. Obtain permission, written if necessary, to hand out literature in the area you choose. The enthusiasm 
of the group will be hurt if they are stopped because of lack of permission. 

f. Arrange transportation for the day. 
2. What your students need to know: 

a. Challenge your young people with the potential impact that tracts can have on lives. Share with them 
the testimonies of several people who were saved through tracts. 

b. Have students sign up so you have an idea who participating. 
c. Everyone should dress neatly. You are representing Christ as well as your church. 
d. Show patience, kindness, and tact while distributing tracts. Avoid controversy and arguments. 
e. Never pass up an opportunity to witness by simply handing a person a tract. 
f. Give the plan of salvation whenever possible. 
g. Meet at the church and go together. 
h. Have prayer at the point of departure. 
i. Set a definite time limit for handing out the tracts. 
j. Make sure that each young person has enough tracts. Have more tracts available at a designated 

location. 
k. Show real interest in each individual. Friendliness and interest in the other person go a long way in 

making tract distribution successful. Smile! 
l. Meet back at the church for a time of sharing.  
m. Have a time of prayer. Thank the Lord for what He has done and ask Him to speak through the tracts 

that were given out. 
 

When am I done? 
This activity is complete when the student have distributed at least five tracts and talked to at least one 
person concerning spiritual matters.

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Youth Emphasis Service 
 
Biblical Mandate  

1 Peter 4:10 
 

What should we do? 
Plan, prepare, and present an entire church service with all elements handled by the students in your ministry.  

 

Why should we do this?  
A Youth Emphasis Service is a great opportunity for your young people to see how the Lord can use them in 
the local church. It is also a wonderful chance for the adults in your church to see how young people can be 
involved in ministry now and in the future. This is also a great opportunity to bring parents and other relatives 
of your students in who may not normally attend your services. 

 

How do we do it? 
1. Ask your pastor for a church service that your students can conduct. This can be done as a Word of Life 

night, a Sunrise Service, A Fifth Sunday Worship Service, a Watch Night Service, or even in another 
church. Possible times to consider: 
a. At the beginning of a new ministry year. 
b. Around the time of Regional Teens Involved when presentations have been well prepared. 
c. After or before taking the group to do ministry outside of the church, such as a Street Meeting. 

2. You should strive to have the young people participate in every part of the service from beginning to end. 
Do your best to make the presentations flow together to present a central theme.  
a. Song leader or Praise Team 
b. Accompanist (piano, keyboard, praise band, or orchestra) 
c. Special music 
d. Preacher 
e. Scripture reading 
f. Ushers 
g. Choir members 
h. Counselors (for any who may respond to an invitation) 
i. Giving a testimony 

3. The young people participating in the lead parts of the program should be faithful in their spiritual life 
disciplines (quiet time, Scripture memory, etc.) and demonstrate spiritual growth. 

4. The promotion 
a. Consider a press release for local print or video media outlets. 
b. Be sure to have it announced in the church bulletin two weeks in advance. 
c. Put special posters on the church bulletin boards at least one week in advance. Some high schools 

allow posters advertising this type of event. 
5. The program 

a. Plan the entire program for the Youth Emphasis Service at least four weeks ahead of time. 
b. Assign all of the special parts at that time. 
c. Have each participant submit his outline or special music title two weeks before the program. 
d. Have two practice sessions where you go through the entire program at least one week ahead of 

time. 
e. Have a special prayer breakfast on the Saturday before. Pray that God will use the service in a great 

way. 
6. Have an evaluation time with the pastor during the following week. 
7. A neat, well-groomed, and clean appearance is very important for a good Christian testimony. 
8. Begin on time and start with good special music presentations that are either vocal or instrumental. 
9. Have someone share announcements concerning your youth group and some upcoming activities. 
10. Have some good upbeat congregational singing. 
11. Include some meaningful and stirring testimonies. 
12. Present a good, clear Gospel message of about twenty minutes in length with an invitation. 
13. Have the young people counsel with anyone who responds to the invitation. 
14. Set a future date for another meeting. You may want to have a youth night once a quarter. 
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When am I done?  
This activity is complete when a student has participated in the service. 

 

How did it go?  
Were the students adequately prepared and organized? 
Did the service flow well? 
How did the audience respond? 
Which students could be challenged to try new and more challenging ministries?
